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NEWBURY CONSERVATION COMMISSION

Meeting Minutes Feb . 14, 2006

Present: William Weiler, chair; Deane Geddes, William Annable, Frank Perrotta

January minutes: Approved with minor technical change. Weiler asked that future intents to cut include the name of the logger.

Intents to Cut: 

1. Angel Hawk LLC, PO Box 1893, New London, NH 03257. Received a complete forestry notification from the DES Wetlands Bureau for work at Tax Map 47, Lot 624-266. Logger: Warren Wesoja of Sutton. Valid through Jan. 23, 2007.

2. Peter V. Moore, 750 Little Sunapee Road, New London, NH 03257. Received Conservation Commission approval to cut 30 acres of 575 acres at the Bald Sunapee Tree Farm on South Road, tax map 23, Lot 197-164. Logger Peter V. Moore. Estimated cut: 22 mbf of various species and 20 cords of fuel wood.

3. Jane F. Guise, 77 Leisure Lane, Portland, ME 04103. Received Conservation Commission approval to cut an unstated amount of a 98-acre lot on Brown Road, Tax Map 24, Lot 316-312, beginning Feb. 7, 2006. Logger, Brooks McCandlish of Bradford. Estimated cut: 85 mbf of various species and 300 tons of pulpwood.

4. Bert Ventura, 14 Hilltop Drive, Shelton, CT 06484. Complete Forestry Notification, DES Wetlands Bureau, for work off Chalk Pond Road (TM 46, L 712-014; TM 39, L 494-035; TM 40, L 39-308) beginning 2006. Logger: Lost Cloud LLC Forest Management, Newport, NH. Total acreage, 77.5; total to be cut, 39 acres. Estimated cut: 238 mbf of various species; 515 tons of pulpwood; 64 cords of fuel wood. Conservation Commission approval received with comments: Wetlands should be avoided. Best management practices should be followed.


Wetlands: 

1. Robert and Joyce Satterly, property at 18 Bay Point Road, Tax Map 7, Lot 057-497. Contractor, Russell Satterly. Application to enlarge a porch that falls within 50 feet of the shoreline from 1,088 square feet to 1,324 sq. ft.  Application appears to conform to regulations.

2. John Tracy, property at 305 Bay Point Road, TM 6, Lot 174-466. Plans to replace rotted timbers in an 8-foot by 8-foot crib, no change in size and minimum impact. Contractor: Central Lakes Dock Co. Inc.

3. Bly Hill Landing, Route 103A. NHDES approved plan to replace an existing dock on Lake Sunapee on an average of 382 feet of  shoreline. Application must now be approved by the governor and executive council.

Communications:
1. Rep. Frank Tupper and others seek support for HB 1495, to increase from 100 feet to 1,500 feet the distance from major rivers for the placement of new landfills. The setback would continue to begin outside the 500-year floodplain. After discussion, the commission decided there were questions that required answers before making a decision on whether to support the bill.

2. Sunapee Hills Association informed the commission of a study that evaluated the Chalk Pond watershed. The association would like Newbury to approve a Chalk Pond Overlay District to help control threats to water quality from numerous sources. Low-impact development is desired in the area, the report said. The Chalk Pond watershed is 339 acres; the pond itself, 21 acres.

Old Business:   

1. Conservation Plan. The commission discussed how to complete a Conservation Plan in time for the updated Newbury Master Plan, expected by mid-2007. Geddes offered an outline of a possible scope of plan (attached); Perrotta discussed potential consulting candidates for the report. Weiler decided to hold a special meeting Feb. 28 at 7:15 p.m. and to invite the Upper Valley-Lake Sunapee Regional Planning Commission to discuss how to get the plan under way.

2. Acquisition/easement study.  Perrotta said he had met with Beth McGuinn of Ausbon Sargent about possible trail easements in Newbury. She said ASLPT is not interested in trail easements, but would rather focus on large-scale acquisition/easement projects. Perrotta said he had talked with Brian Hotz, SPNHF land protection specialist, about possible projects in Newbury. He said there were two potential areas known to SPNHF: the Barry property, about 85 acres, above Route 103 near the Sunapee traffic circle; and the Carroll property off Chalk Pond Road. Perrotta also mentioned that 8.9 acres owned by Scott Hill on Stoney Brook Road has come on the market. The acreage abuts large parcels of land comprising a corridor that reaches to the King Hill Reservation in Sutton.
